Dear Sir,

Thank you for your letter requesting guidance in relation to how Bunnings stand in the advertising
and giving advice on the procedure and installation of security doors. The investigation into this
matter has been concluded.

The main issue identified is whether Bunnings are advising on matters relating to the protection
of property and are they advertising the services of a security consultant.

If the DIY workshop only involves information on the installation of a product Bunnings do not
breach the Security and Related Activities (Control) Act 1996. However if their employees are
presenting advice on the watching, guarding or protection of property then the employee would
be deemed to be acting as a security consultant. The employee would then require a security
consultant licence and Bunnings a security agent licence.

Bunnings would only breach section 21, advertising, if they advertise they are willing to supply
the service of a security consultant.

Bunnings are not currently running any DIY workshops in relation to security and have been
advised of their obligations under the Security and Related Activities (Control) Act 1996. | will be
monitoring the workshops held in the future.
