Once these 
protocols have been met, and relevant comments have been 
addressed, the completed document will be sent to the 
Commissioner of Police who will in turn send on to the Police 
Minister (as per the Regulations). 
 
Late last month the Secretary of the National Security Australian 
Association (NSAA), Bob Spreadborough, called for a meeting of all 
State delegates in Queensland. Each State has two representatives; 
ours being Jerry Lee Jones and Nick Graham. As Nick was 
unavailable I went along (as his proxy) with Jerry Lee. During the 
course of the daylong meeting a lot was said and done - too much to 
spell out here in this limited space. Suffice that NSAA is up and 
running  and has the support of all State Security Associations and 
represents over 3000 members across Australia.  Details of what 
took place are on our website.
